We get inspired knowing all that 
you do in service. 
 
We have had a successful year with 
all our mission donations, for the 
year we have collected 93 boxes of 
dry milk, 415 T-shirts, 123 flip-
flops, tennis shoes, 2 pr socks, 6 
sheets & pillowcases. In addition, I 
just collected a box full of flip-flops 
from Ebenezer U.M.W.  November 
2nd, for next year. These items are 
very essential for the health of the 
infants and children in Sierra 
Leone, Africa. In addition, we will 
continue sending these items again 
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next year at our Spring and Fall 
Gatherings, so start collecting. 
 
Another success we had this year 
was our trip to Red Bird Mission in 
Beverly Kentucky. We had 33 
women and 2 men on our trip plus 
the bus driver. We would have had 
the full forty but at the last minute, 
there was some illness that prohib-
ited some from joining the trip. 

They were very much missed and 
we all prayed for their recovery.  
We were blessed to have represen-
tation from three other districts, 
Phyllis Swick and Sharon Kimmel 
from the Northeast District; Kath-
ryn Seyfert from the Northwest 
District and Mae & Frank Monroe 
from the Central District. It was a 
great time of fellowship and learn-
ing about the mission work at Red 
Bird. Some of us had no idea what 
went on at Red Bird.  We took 
many school supplies for the 
school, new and gentle used cloth-
ing for the people of Appalachia in 
need. That area of Kentucky is one 
of the poorest areas in the United 
States. Some of Red Bird Ministries 
are, Christian Education from pre-
school to 12th grade, Health Ser-
vices, Doctors, Dentist, Complete 
Rural Health Clinic, and Commu-
nity Outreach: Community Minis-
tries, Senior Citizen Ministries, and 
Family Ministries. They have a Re-
tail Operation of Clothing and 
Household Assistance and a Crafts 
& Craft Marketing Store for all the 
Local Crafters and they will travel 
across the United States with Craft 
Shows to support the local Crafters 
and Red Bird Mission. All this and 
the Work Camps, where Church 
groups, construction workers, elec-
trician, truck drivers, any occupa-
tion you can think of from across 
the States come and volunteer in 
helping fix and repair family homes 
in the backwoods of Kentucky, 
people who are in extreme poverty 
and with no means to get needed 
repairs done.  
 
Everyone was very inspired and 
motivated that we as United Meth-
odist Women can bring back the 
word of all the good that Red Bird 
does and how we as units or church 

groups can help support their mis-
sions. They almost had to cut the 
school program for this year, but 
instead of closing the school, they 
did some very strict cut backs in 
order to maintain a positive Chris-
tian education. They cut the budget 
by one million dollars and are still 
educating the youth in positive, car-
ing, and Christian values for a sus-
tainable future. The school is a pri-
vate school and they do not receive 
any funds from the state, it is 
funded only by donations, so they 
can teach Christian Values.  There 
are scriptures on the walls, all very 
motivational, and prayer on the 
wall in the cafeteria.  One sign that 
I saw was so moving.  It read 
“Enter to Learn, Leave to Serve”, 
and I think that should be in every 
school, private or public.

“YOU DID THIS FOR ME? “ 
 

 Sometime ago our pastor, Rev. Dr. Bryan Palmer-Smith, a native of England, wrote a series of devotions 
during Lent.  This one really registered with me.  I feel so indebted to our precious Lord for what He has done 
for me that I wanted to share this with you.  Bryan was happy to give me permission to do so. 
 

 Scripture: John 19:1  Then Pilate took Jesus and had Him flogged. 
 

 Bryan writes:  I was seven years old.  WWII had just ended and I was in for a surprise.  During the austerity 
of the war years, there were no real celebrations of birthdays or Christmas or weddings because food was ra-
tioned and whoever heard of a party without food?  My seventh birthday was to be different.  At four o’clock 
in the afternoon my friends gathered at my home.  I was blindfolded and taken into a room where the party 
was to be held.  The blindfold came off and for the first time in my life I saw a table laden with food fit for a 
king.  Packaged gifts were piled at the seat of honor where I would sit.  I turned to my widowed mother and 
said, “You did this for me?”  Through the years my church family has celebrated with me some important 
milestones such as a Silver Wedding Anniversary, forty years in ministry, and latterly retirement.  At such mo-
ments I have exclaimed, “You did this for me?” 
 

 Make that spiritual.  
 

 God had only one agenda in Bethlehem some 2,000 years ago.  God came into our neighborhood.  And why 
did the Prince of Peace invade our world?  It certainly wasn’t because it was a nice place to live.  Israel, at that 
time, was under foreign rule.  It certainly wasn’t because I was a prestigious place to dwell because Bethlehem 
was a very small village.

 This was a time to meet and greet those within our own UMW as well as women from Fillmore, Bain-
bridge, Brick Chapel, Cloverdale, and Putnamville United Methodist Churches—a time to celebrate all of us as 
Women of God with unique gifts, talents, and abilities to share with all.  Everyone left with an angel ornament.  
Our Celebration of Women is an annual project with this year being the first year to invite women from other 
churches.  We look forward to inviting women of neighboring UMW groups to join us again next year. 
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Our Red Bird Mission trip is an ex-
ample of what happens when one per-
son has a vision and how it can trans-
form into a blessing from God—a 
blessing for all 35 of us that touched 
each of our hearts differently.  I was 
blessed from the beginning when I 
started contacting people who 
showed interest in going and then the 
staff at Red Bird. 

For many of us this was our first ex-
perience of a mission trip.   

On Friday night we were welcomed 
to attend the work camp closing 
which was very special.  They shared 
the projects they worked on: gutters, 
painting, roofing and even a room 
addition. Some cut out 500 box tops 
worth $1,704.  Others cut out 4100 
Campbell soup labels saving up for a 
van.  It takes one and a half million 
Campbell labels to pay for a van.  So 
if you have not been saving labels, 
start now.  We heard some great testi-
monies.  Many of these volunteers 
come back each year at the same 
time.  They build a relationship with 
the locals and the staff.  This was a 
true blessing to be part of this. 

Our Saturday was busy. We started 
off at the school.  What a joy to see 
such a Christian atmosphere.  The 

students and 
teachers had 
painted and writ-
ten biblical word-
ing on the 
walls.  What a 
Christ-filled 
school!! These 
students are very 
blessed. 

I was excited to 
see their commu-
nity store, and 

compare it to the Spencer mission 
store (The Mark of Discipleship Mis-
sion Store). Their warehouse is huge. 
Their system of going though the 
clothes was very impressive.  There 
are a number of different outreach 
areas: Early Childhood Development, 
Family Ministries, and Adult Educa-
tion, just to mention a few.   The 
Farmers of Appalachia project in-
cludes livestock.  The Grow Appala-
chia project includes gardening, and a 
farmers market. They also loan out a 
tiller and a canner for them to 
use.   We had many God moments! 
God is good.  Because of a DeWall 
family reunion held in the Senior 
Center, which we found out they had 
not been back for many years, we 
were told we could not tour this area. 

Reverend  DeWall was the superin-
tendent from 
1921—28 when 
the school and 
the church min-
istries began. So 
for them to 
come back was 
very spe-
cial.  When they 
heard the 
church was 
open for us, 
they wanted to 

visit the church.  At the same time we 
were arriving at the Senior Center so 
we were welcomed to visit the won-
derful facility where they serve hot 
meals 5 days a week. They pick peo-
ple up and bring them in to eat and 
socialize and then take meals on 
wheels to those who cannot get 
out.  They participate in quilting, 
craft, and fitness programs.  What 
beautiful quits.  Many of the ladies 
wanted to see these.  We even met 
the DeWalls and they shared their 
photo from 1922 or so before the fire 
took the school that was by the 
church.  

We had good fellowship, devotion 
time, and just plain fun getting to 
know each other.  On Sunday we 
shared church with them.  What a 
great message.  We were truly 
blessed.  It is a beautiful church with 
a stream in front of it.  After church, 
God was not ready for us to 
leave.  You see the bus would not 
start.  While they worked on the bus, 
we snacked and enjoyed the front 
porch and the rocking chairs— con-
tinued being blessed until God was 
ready for the bus to start.  We had a 
great experience.  Maybe next time 
you can go with us.  Thanks Nancy 
for a great mission trip.

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SOCIAL  ACTION…                                       WHAT IS SOCIAL ACTION? 
 

From the beginning of United Methodist Women, we have had a focus on ministry with women,                          
children, and youth. Our membership is empowered by tools and information for advocacy through the 
Coordinator for Social Action.  We constantly strive to provide opportunities that allow our women to 
act in an informed manner. 
 
The MISSION COORDINATOR FOR SOCIAL ACTION shall coordinate the unit's programs of study and 
action relating to current local, national, international and global social issues. She shall: 
 

 a. work with the Executive Committee to select several priority social issues on which to focus local unit 
 prayer, study and action, taking into consideration district and conference priorities;                                         
 b. coordinate the public policy and legislative activities of the unit;          
 c. promote and interpret the biblical basis for social action and the position of The United Methodist Church 
 on social issues, utilizing the Social Principles (The Book of Discipline,2004, ¶¶160-166, and The Book of 
 Resolutions of The United Methodist Church,2004);                   
 d. cooperate with the work area on church and society or its equivalent;            
 e. serve on the Executive Committee and, where they exist, the Committees on Program and Finance. 
 
These are ALL Social Action priorities. Realizing that not all of our units will have access to a computer, and 
realizing that not ALL units have a Social Action Coordinator, I decided to publish excerpts of the articles in 
this newsletter so that we could have a tool with enough information that would allow units to bring up these 
subjects in their meetings for their Social Action reports. Each unit could then decide whether they felt                    
compelled to do further action.  In past issues of our newsletter, I have tried to keep us up to date on a few of 
these issues through the Action Alert sections in our United Methodist Women website,                                                     
http://new.gbgm-umc.org/umw. 
 
 Now as I end my service to the West District as Social Action Coordinator, I thank you for allowing me to 
join this team, and I know you will give the “new” Social Action person the same support that you have given 
me.
