MISSION

The United Methodist Church requires its part-time local
 pastors to complete a course of study, allowing ten years for
 the regular five year program.  They complete at least one-
half year (two classes) in order to be eligible for
 reappointment  (Book of Discipline of the United Methodist
 Church, 2008 Par. 318.2 See also 316 -320.) 
Part-time pastors whose non-clergy vocation makes it
 difficult if not impossible to attend a residential school may
attend the Indiana Extension School.

Students pay for textbooks and
any other personal expenses.
