Awards will be determined on the basis of "merit," understood in terms of:

e Academic Achievement

e Expression of Christian faith through:
a. church participation in home church and/or campus ministry and/or community service
b. vocational preparation for service to humanity

academic year. A student may reapply in following years for the Merit Scholarship.
